Title: Naturopathic Doctors: Participation in the NM Medicaid Program

The purpose of this Letter of Direction is to inform the Centennial Care 2.0 Managed Care
Organizations of a new group of providers who are now eligible to enroll in the New Mexico (NM)
Medicaid program.

Senate Bill 135 — Naturopathic Doctors’ Practice Act passed in 2019 allowing Naturopathic Doctors
(ND’s) to practice naturopathic medicine as licensed primary care providers in the State of NM. The
NM Medical Board begin to issue licenses in May 2020.

NDs will be enrolled in the Medicaid program as a provider type 302 — Physician DO/ND with a
specialty 200 — Naturopathic Doctors. NDs will be eligible to provide covered services, within their
scope of practice, to eligible Medicaid recipients. Reimbursement will be made at the physician fee
schedule.
